Sooca jih z aktualnimi dilemami, problemi in
moznostmi reSitve v komunikoloskem polju.
Analizira komunikacijske prakse, ki imajo za
posledico razlicne pojavne oblike druzbene
neenakosti, vse v smeri iskanja poti za
vzpostavljanje dialoSkega konsenza in
druzbene kohezivnosti.

V ospredju bo
problematiziranje/komuniciranje razlicnih
pojavnih oblik druzbene neenakosti, predvsem
revscine in socialne izkljucenosti.

Pojasnjuje procese kot so:

e enakost vs. uniformnost

e neenakost vs. neenakopravnost

e identificiranje revicine v sodobnih
druzbah

e humanistika vs. humanizam

e diskriminativnost vs. diskriminatornost

e od dialoga do dialoSkega konsenza.

Ce spremenimo oblike in sredstva
komuniciranja, se bodo spremenile tudi oblike
povezovanja, zdruzevanja in oblike socialne
moci.

Poglavitne teme:

1. Izhodisc¢a in teoretske razlage:

Pojmovni aparat: druzbena ne/enakost,
javnost, etnicnost, manjsine,
mnozi¢ni/dominantni mediji, manjsinski mediji,
medijske reprezentacije, etni¢ne manjsinein
ostale  socialne  manjsSinske  skupnosti,
marginalizacija, drzavljanstvo, komunikativno
in interaktivno delovanje.

2. Manjsine/migranti v medijih:

Pojavnost in razvoj manjsinskih/migrantskih
medijev, specifike manjsin/migrantov v
medijih, strukture in dinamike

The course introduces students to the modern
concepts of communication, which are facing
with the current dilemmas, problems and
potential solutions in the space of
communication and interaction. It analyzes
communication practices that result in various
forms of social inequality, all with the aim of
finding a way to establish a dialogical consensus
and social cohesion.

The problematization / communication of
various forms of poverty and social exclusion
will be at the forefront.

Explains the processes such as:

e enakost vs. uniformnost

e humanities vS. humanism

e identifying poverty in modern societies

e between discriminatory and
discriminative practices.

e between dialog to dialogue consensus

If we change the form and means of
communication will change the forms of
integration of people, forms of social power.

Main issues:

1st Background and theoretical interpretation:
Conceptual apparatus: social inequality, the
public, ethnicity, social minorities,
mass/dominant media, minority media, media
representation, ethnic minority/ethnic group,
marginalization, citizenship, communicative and
interactive activities.

2nd Minority/migrant media,
minorities/migrants in the media:

Incidence and development of minority
/migrant media, the specifics of
minorities/migrants in the media, the structure

France and various models of diversity
management, the context of discriminatory and
/or discriminative practices.
